The Capital
Quilters Guild sponsors an Award of Excellence in Hand Quilting, and Award of Excellence in
Machine Quilting, and a Golden Needle Award for each of the Judges Choices. The piece that I
selected as my Judges Choice was not a style or colorway that [ usually find appealing, but the
work sang an irresistible song to me. It says a great deal for the art of quilting in North Carolina
that this quilt burst right through those barriers!

We all have colorways that we are attracted to. I enjoyed the fact that Linda Hahn, our
September teacher and speaker, reached outside of her personal preferences and made a
‘traditional’ version of one of her quilts. As wowed as [ was by her bright and lively favorites, I
found myself looking longer at the muted floral version in an attempt to ‘see’ the same quilt. So
many choices; such varied results. After watching Linda’s trunk show, will you try to arrange
something differently from how it has traditionally been done? Will you be trying to work out-
side of your normal colors? Remember, this year’s President’s Challenge is all about reaching
beyond!
